The overall percentage of students assessed and the
percentage of students with IEPs assessed steadily
increased over the last three years in ELA and Math.

Section 2: Defining the Steps for Improvement

Create goals that address the underlying root causes contributing to exceeding the 1 percent threshold.
Include long-term goals and/or benchmarks that may not be completed by the end of the cycle, as
appropriate.

« The activities should be specific tasks to complete. Each activity should progress logically toward the
attainment of the desired goal.
